     3.   Highway Matters: 
                
                 Virginia Department of Highways  (VDOT) Assistant Resident Engineer, 
          James Thompson, met with the Board regarding the following: 
      
          a.   Follow-up from Previous Board Meetings: 
           
               1.   Supplemental List Update 
                
                           The  Board  reviewed  a  chart  listing  supplemental road 
                    projects.    County  Administrator,  Joseph  Morgan,  noted  cost 
                    estimates were needed for  several of the  projects listed.   Mr. 
                    Thompson advised cost estimates had been done by VDOT for all the 
                    road projects listed on the supplemental list. 
                     
                           The Board requested VDOT  to  send  an  updated listing of 
                    supplemental road projects to county staff and  further requested 
                    staff to correct the chart to show Case Knife Road, Route 610, in 
                    the Robinson District and show the Little Creek  Road, Route 601, 
                    project on the current Six Year Plan.    The Board also requested 
                    staff to update the secondary rural additions chart for the Board 
                    to review at the next  regular meeting as  well  as the corrected 
                    listing of supplemental road projects. 
 
               2.   Request by Mar-Bal for Acceptance of  the Mar-Bal Industrial Park 
                    Roads Into the State System as Industrial Access Roads 
                
                          Mr.  Thompson reported this road would be eligible as a new 
                    subdivision  road addition and estimated the costs  to  bring the 
                    road  up  to  state standards to  be  approximately $24,000.  The 
                    Board requested VDOT to review  this entire area  to determine if 
                    additional traffic can be  accommodated should the  truck traffic 
                    in the Newbern area be  restricted and  include future facilities 
                    such  as  the new regional  jail,  Mar-Bal,  and  the Dublin Town 
                    Center.    The  Board requested an  update on this  matter at the 
                    August regular meeting. 
                
               3.   Route 114, Pepper's Ferry Blvd. Rural Addition Ineligibility 
                
                          The Board reviewed a letter from Resident Highway Engineer, 
                    Dan  Brugh,  regarding  Route  114,  Pepper's  Ferry  Blvd. being 
                    ineligible for funding as a rural addition.   The Board requested 
                    staff send a  copy of Mr.  Brugh's letter to  the petitioners and 



                    advise them of ineligibility of road as a rural addition. 
                     
               4.   Pothole Repair - Mountain View Subdivision 
                
                          Mr.  Thompson reported the repairs had been made by VDOT in 
                    the Mountain View Subdivision. 
                     
               5.   Route 658, Delton Road Traffic Count 
                
                          Mr. Thompson advised VDOT had conducted a three day traffic 
                    count on Route 658.   Supervisor Cook advised he would respond to 
                    interested citizens in the Draper District regarding this matter. 
                     
          b.   Route 693, Julia Simpkins Road 
           
                     Mr.  Jim  Hurst appeared  before  the  Board  of Supervisors and 
               requested  three curves  be  straightened  on  Lowman's  Hill on Julia 
               Simpkins  Road,   Route  693.    Mr.  Hurst  further  advised  several 
               accidents had occurred recently in this area. 
                
                     Mrs.  Mary Hurst also expressed concerns regarding the safety of 
               the road especially in the winter months. 
                
                      Mr.  Thompson advised he believed VDOT had done a cost estimate 
               on  relocation  of  this  road  at  one time.     He also advised this 
               project  could be  added to  the supplemental  list  if  the  Board so 
               desired. 
                
                      The  Board of  Supervisors requested  VDOT  to  locate the cost 
               estimate on  relocating this road  or straightening  curves and report 
               back to the Board at their next regular meeting. 
                
          c.   FY 97 Secondary Road Allocation 
           
                     The Board reviewed the FY  97  secondary road allocation amounts 
               which reflected an  increase  of  approximately  $45,000.    The Board 
               questioned the formula used  in  determining the  amount  of secondary 
               road dollars allocated to counties.   The Board requested Mr. Thompson 
               to provide the  County  Administrator's  Office  with  a  copy  of the 
               formula used by the State in allocating secondary road  funds with the 
               Board being provided a copy of this once received. 
                
          d.   Route 11, Memorial Bridge, Intersection 
           
                     The  Board reviewed  a  copy  of  a  letter  from John Goldsmith 
               requesting VDOT to respond to concerns regarding frequent accidents at 
               this intersection.    The Board requested VDOT to review Route  11 and 
               Hazel Hollow  Road  intersection regarding safety concerns  and report 
               back to the Board at the regular meeting in August. 
                
          e.   Dublin Town Center Road Acceptance 
           
                    Mr. Thompson reported he was unsure of the present status on this 
               road,  but VDOT  would prepare the  needed  resolution  for  this road 
               acceptance at  the appropriate time.    The  Board  requested  VDOT to 
               determine if  the current right of  way would revert  to  the adjacent 
               property owners. 
           
          f.   Citizen Concerns 
           
                      Mr.  Jim Hurst requested Route 656  be posted  at  25 mph speed 
               limit.    The  Board  of  Supervisors  requested  VDOT  to  perform an 



               informal speed study on Route 656. 
                
          g.   Board of Supervisors Concerns 
           
                     Supervisor Sheffey expressed concerns  regarding  the Route 700, 
               Fairlawn  Avenue  drainage  problems.    He requested VDOT review this 
               concern with the citizen in the area who had  complained.   Supervisor 
               Sheffey advised he would supply VDOT with the name  of  the citizen to 
               contact regarding this matter. 
                
                
                     Supervisor Cook inquired about the status  of Route 652, Barrett 
               Ridge Road,  and Route 697,  Towes Ferry Road.   Mr. Thompson reported 
               bids on both these projects were due back this month. 
                
                    Supervisor Cook also inquired about VDOT's mowing schedule.   Mr. 
               Thompson advised mowing  is currently  underway with plans to  cut all 
               secondary roads at least twice per year. 
                
                     Supervisor White inquired  about the  paving  schedule for Route 
               639,  Thornspring Church Road,  as well as the speed limit posting for 
               Route  639.    Mr.  Thompson advised paving  of this road  would begin 
               shortly  and  VDOT  would  review  the   speed   limit  posting  after 
               construction to determine the appropriate speed limit for the road. 
                
                      Supervisor White  inquired  regarding  resurfacing schedule for 
               Route  1135,  Jill Drive,  Route 744,  Lavender Road,  and Route 1136, 
               Ridgewood Place.   Mr. Thompson advised he would check to determine if 
               these roads were scheduled for resurfacing or patching. 
           
                      Supervisor White requested the Lavender Road, Route 644, street 
               sign be replaced. 
           
                    Supervisor Conner requested chemicals be placed on the upper part 
               of Little Creek Road, Route 600 and on Eugene Drive, Route 618.    Mr. 
               Thompson reported he thought this had already been done by VDOT.
