At a regular meeting of the Pulaski County Board of Supervisors held on

Monday, August 27, 2001, at 7:00 p.m. at the County Administration Building
Board Room, 143 Third Street, NW, in the Town of Pulaski, Virginia, the following
members were present: Joseph L. Sheffey, Chairman; Bruce L. Fariss, Vice
Chairman; Charles E. Cook; William E. “Eddie” Hale; and Frank R. Conner.

Invocation

The invocation was given by Reverend John Collins of the First
Church of the Brethren.

Additions to Agenda

The Board reviewed additions to the agenda and accepted them as
presented by staff.

Introduction of Superintendent of Schools

Chairman Sheffey and School Board Chairman Paul Phillips
introduced Dr. Donald Stowers, Superintendent of Schools, and presented a
county Pride golf shirt, along with the county lapel pen.

Public Hearings

a. A request for Special Use Permit (SUP) by Tara Kent Fowlkes
Edwards to allow individual camping per Section 5B-3 of the Zoning
Ordinance on property identified as tax parcel 099-001-0000-053A,
zoned Residential (R1), located at 2524 Brown Rd., Draper District.

The Community Development Director explained the request.

The Chairman opened the public hearing. Mr. Michael
Edwards spoke in favor of the request. There being no further
citizen comments, the Chairman closed the public hearing.

Supervisor Cook advised he had an opportunity to view the
site and requested the Board grant the applicant 30 days to move
the camper to a less conspicuous area.

Park and Tiny Town Mobile Home Park

The Chairman and Assistant County Administrator explained
the purpose of the public hearing.

Supervisor Fariss and Cook directed questions regarding the
proposed application.

The Chairman opened the public hearing. There were no
citizen comments. The public hearing was closed.

It was moved by Dr. Fariss, seconded by Mr. Conner and
carried, that the Board approve the application for funding with
USDA, Rural Development for funding of water and/or sewer lines to
communities including Eagleview Mobile Home Park, Hidden Valley
Camping Club, Lee Highway Mobile Home Park, Mabry Court Mobile
Home Park, Polyester Mobile Home Park and Tiny Town Mobile
Home Park.

Supervisor Cook inquired regarding a potentially lower interest
rate. The Board strongly recommended the use of uniform
connection fees throughout the county.

a. Follow-up from Previous Board meeting

The Board met with Resident Engineer Dan Brugh regarding the
following highway matters:

1. Rural Addition Status Report

The county administrator explained staff's prioritization
of the rural addition listing and that the listing had been
prioritized based on what projects can be done on an
expedient basis (Priority A), where there are questions on
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right-of-way (Priority B), and where there existed major
complications (Priority C).

It was moved by Dr. Fariss, seconded by Mr. Conner
and carried, that the Board accept the staff's prioritization of
the rural addition listing.

The Board requested VDOT provide an update on
current funding for rural additions.

Supervisor Fariss noted “Adams Road” has been
changed to “Rich Hill” and requested staff note the change on
the list.

Staff was requested to provide a status report to the
Board for Shelia Drive and Cooks Crossing.

It was moved by Mr. Cook, seconded by Dr. Fariss and
carried, that the Board adopt the following resolution adding
right-of-way for Phase Il of Cooks Crossing:

7. Guardrail Replacement — Draper Valley Road

VDOT will review the request and provide an update at
the September Board meeting.

8. Status of Cox Hollow Road

VDOT advised the contract had been executed and it is
expected to take approximately 120 days to complete the
work, with the grading, stone and asphalt gravel to be
completed in the spring of 2002.

9. Speed Study, Peak Creek Road, Off of Wilderness Road to
Hurston Road

VDOT advised it had performed a formal speed study
on this road several years prior and that it is currently
unposted. Further, VDOT reported it would not expect the
status to change. No action was taken on this request.
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10. Status of Unpaved Section, Rt. 652, Grahams Road, off of Rt.
100, south towards Hillsville

VDOT advised this road had been repaired previously,
but will review for possible paving.

VDOT advised it had met with the neighbors along the road
and resolved the issue.

Board of Supervisors Concerns

Supervisor Conner inquired regarding the status of Hatcher
Road. VDOT advised right-of-way had been acquired.
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Supervisor Cook advised of cracking pavement on Rt. 652,
Barrett Ridge Road; requested paving on Rt. 796, Akers Road; and
paving one-half mile on Russell Road, off Rt. 99.

Supervisor Fariss expressed concerns regarding the
completion of Bagging Plant Road Phase 2 off of Rt. 660 and the
need to decrease heavy gravel traffic to and from the rock quarry.

Supervisor Sheffey requested general maintenance of Rt. 798,
Falling Branch Road. Further, he advised he had spoken with Ms.
Via who lives on Robinson Lane, just off of Rt. 100, regarding her
concerns with trucks travelling at excessive speed on Cloyd’s
Mountain Road.

k. Citizen Concerns

Mr. Kent Jones of Camelot Farms Road expressed
appreciation to the Board for efforts made regarding steps taken to
include Camelot Farms Road as a rural addition. Mr. Jones
requested, and staff provided, clarification on the difference
between R and R3 zoning.

Maynard Sayers expressed concerns regarding the proposed
shortcuts on Wilderness Road and strongly encouraged the Board to
consider proceeding with Phase Il prior to Phase I.

Resident Engineer Brugh advised he will not be able to attend
the September 17 Board meeting.

The Board authorized VDOT to schedule and advertise the six-
year plan hearing for the October 22 Board meeting.

Treasurer Rose Marie Tickle presented the monthly trial balance report
and the annual revenues & expenditures report for FY 01 and offered to
answer any questions the Board of Supervisors may have.

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Citizen Comments

Ms. Brenda Blackburn inquired regarding answers to questions posed

at the July Board meeting, specifically setback requirements. Staff advised
they are currently being reviewed and it is expected to be referred to the
Board of Zoning Appeals for consideration in granting a variance. Further,
Ms. Blackburn advised the building in question is on a public road.

Mr. Ed Hoggatt encouraged the Board to ask that state legislators

pass legislation to reimbursement localities for clean-up of property
expenses.

Scheduling of Public Hearing on Carryover Funds from FY 01

The Board approved scheduling of a public hearing for its
September 17 meeting to consider the appropriation of carryover
funds, since these funds will exceed $500,000, which is required by
Section 15.2-2507 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended.

Carryover Policy

The Board adopted the following carryover policy:

Return to the general fund of unspent money at the close of
the year gives the administration and Board of Supervisors
the flexibility of utilizing funds remaining in one department to
cover unforeseen unbudgeted costs in other departments.
Thus, funds budgeted but not spent at the close of the fiscal
year (June 30™) will be returned to the general fund. In order
to encourage savings during the year, departments may
request utilization of budgeted but unspent funds from within
their department for a specific purchase or project. Specific
requests will be reviewed by staff and may subsequently be
forwarded for consideration by the Board of Supervisors. In
this manner departments are encouraged not to spend all
budgeted funds in order to give the County some leeway to
address specific unmet needs without utilization of reserves

Hunting on Cloyd’'s Mountain Landfill

The Board approved discontinuance of hunting on Cloyd’s
Mountain Landfill based on personal safety concerns, potential
damage to the leachate collection system at the site, lack of suitable
parking, administrative time involved with issuing licenses, potential
of hunters to trespass onto adjacent properties, and the
recommendation of the county’s insurance carrier.
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Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court Copier

The Board approved an appropriation of $2,440 for purchase
of a copier by the Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court.

Randolph Park After School Hours of Operation

The Board approved the following after school and after Labor
Day hours of operation:

Monday — 3:00 p.m. — 7:00 p.m.
Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday — 4:00 p.m. — 7:00 p.m.
Saturday — 11:00 a.m. — 7:00 p.m. (Unchanged from
present hours)
Sunday — 1:00 p.m. — 6:00 p.m. (Unchanged from present hours)

After Labor Day: The pool will be closed on weekdays and only
open from 11:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Saturdays and 1:00 p.m.
to 6:00 p.m. on Sundays through the last weekend of
September. Mr. Akers expects to close the pool on September
30; however, this could occur earlier, depending upon public
participation on the weekends prior to September 30. There
will be no change in hours during which the Park itself will be
open.
