a. Key Activity Timetable (KAT) – Review of the enclosed Key Activity Timetable is 

requested. 
 
b. Stray Cat Alternatives - Sheriff Davis, the Health Department and the Animal 

Control staff are responding to a situation in which an 80 year-old woman had 
been harboring approximately 20 cats, one of which has been determined to 
have been rabid.  Enclosed is a notice from the Health Department related to 
this matter.  It may be helpful for the Board to adopt a limit to the number of 
cats a resident can harbor in order to prevent future occurrences. In the past 
two months, I have received two other complaints from residents regarding a 
concentration of cats at the homes of their neighbors. A summary of what is 
being done (or not done) by other localities is being prepared and will be 
included in the October 20 weekly update. 

 
c. Appointments: 
 

1. Board of Zoning Appeals (Alternate) – Nick Glenn has accepted the Board’s 
invitation to serve as an alternate on the Board of Zoning Appeals. 

 
2. Wireless Authority – A vacant position exists due to the desire of Dan

• Contract with ATS for GIS - The staff committee is reviewing options for 
reducing the $8,827.68 cost of operating the GIS currently available to the 
public on the County’s web site.  The committee prepared the enclosed 
comparison of the two proposals we received.  The Committee 
recommends the ATS proposal which will provide a better quality system 
while saving approximately $6,000 per year.   

 
e. Personnel Changes – An update from Ms. Spence of recent personnel changes is 

enclosed.   
 
f. Resolution - Rural Development Grant – Dublin Fire Department – Adoption of 

the enclosed resolution accepting the $50,000 grant funding for the Dublin Fire
