
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 22, 2008 
 

    

At a regular meeting of the Pulaski County Board of Supervisors held on Monday, 
September 22, 2008 beginning with a Closed Session at 6:00 p.m. at the County 
Administration Building, Board Room, 143 Third Street, NW, in the Town of Pulaski, 
Virginia, the following members were present:  Joseph L. Sheffey, Chairman; Frank R. 
Conner, Vice-Chairman; Ranny L. Akers; Charles Bopp; and Dean K. Pratt.  Staff 
members present included:  Peter M. Huber, County Administrator; and Thomas J. 
McCarthy, Jr., County Attorney.  Joining the regular session at 7:00 p.m. was Melody 
Taylor, Deputy Clerk. 
 
 Mr. Sheffey called the meeting to order and advised a Closed Session would 
need to be held as follows:

  County Attorney Tom McCarthy provided the invocation.

Peter Huber introduced Mrs. Diane Newby who will be assuming the 
duties of Pulaski County’s Finance Director.  Mr. Sheffey welcomed Mrs. Newby 
and offered assistance by the Board during her transition to Pulaski County.

Mr. Sheffey read aloud a resolution formally adopted by the Board 
at its August 25, 2008 meeting recognizing Mr. Hazel for his service to 
Pulaski County.

Each Board member presented tokens to Mr. Hazel 
recognizing his years of service to the county, including a Pulaski County 
golf shirt; a county map; and a key to the van driven by Mr. Hazel during 
his service to the county; a wooden plaque of the County of Pulaski; and a 
courthouse print.

Mr. Sheffey called on staff to present information regarding this 
public hearing.  Mrs. Taylor presented staff comments regarding the 
revision to the Pulaski County Comprehensive Plan for the North and 
Northeast Planning areas.  Staff would like to recommend revisions to the 
North and Northeast Planning Areas of the Pulaski County Comprehensive 
Plan regarding “Conservation Easements” and the map for the North area 
(enclosed).  Staff is requesting to revise the Comprehensive Plan 
regarding “Conservation Easements” as follows.  (Note that deletions are 
shown in strikethrough, and additions as shaded and italicized.)   

 
“As such the zoning ordinance should be amended to include conservation 
easements as a special exception in the Conservation, and Agricultural 
Districts only and Residential Districts.  The approval of an easement 
should be granted only after the owner demonstrates in an application that 
the easement provides protection to “rare” and/or “unique” conservation 
values to the public which outweigh the costs of the donation.” 

 
The Future Land Use map for the North Planning Area has been 

adjusted to meet the needs of the County’s GIS department. The previous 
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map that was approved by the Board of Supervisors did not follow 
property lines and as such, would have been extremely difficult to 
incorporate into the County’s GIS system. Therefore, the revised map has 
some minor adjustments, but staff feels that it still meets the original 
desires of the Board. She advised the Planning Commission recommended 
approval.

11-2 Establishment of Floodplain Areas 
 

 11-2.1 Description of Areas 
 

 The various Floodplain Areas shall include areas subject to inundation by waters of the one 
 hundred (100)-year flood.  The basis for the delineation of these areas shall be the Flood 
 Insurance Study for the County of Pulaski prepared by the Federal Emergency Management 
 Agency, Federal Insurance Administration, dated December 19, 1997  September 26, 2008 
 as amended.  Note: Subsections A and B are for use where a floodway has been delineated 
 and separate floodway and flood-fringe areas will be established. 
 

 A. The Floodway Area is delineated, for purposes of this ordinance, using the criterion 
 that certain areas within the floodplain must be capable of carrying the waters of the 
 one hundred (100)- year flood without increasing the water surface elevation of that 
 flood more than one (1) foot at any point.  The areas included in this are specifically 
 defined in Table 2 of the above-referenced Flood Insurance Study and shown on the 
 accompanying Flood Boundary and Floodway Map or Flood Insurance Rate Map. 
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 B. The Flood-Fringe Area shall be that area of the one hundred (100)-year floodplain 

 not included in the floodway area.  The basis for the outermost boundary of the area 
 shall be the one hundred (100)-year flood elevations contained in the flood profiles 
 of the above-referenced Flood Insurance Study and as shown on the accompanying 
 Flood Boundary and Floodway Map or Flood Insurance Rate Map. 

 
 11-2.2 Official Floodplain Map 
 

 The boundaries of the Floodplain Areas are established as shown on the Flood Boundary 
 and Floodway Map and/or Flood Insurance Rate Map which is declared to be a part of this 
 ordinance and which shall be kept on file at the County of Pulaski. 
 
 Furthermore, notification of the proposal shall be given by the applicant to all affected 
 adjacent jurisdictions, the Division of Soil and Water Conservation (Department of 
 Conservation and Recreation), and the Federal Insurance Administration Division of Dam 
 Safety and FloodplainManagement. 
 

G. In all special flood hazard areas where base flood elevations have been provided in the 
Flood Insurance Study or generated in accordance with Section 11-3.2 the following 
provisions shall apply: 

 
1. Residential Construction 
 
 New construction or substantial improvement of any residential structure (including 

manufactured homes) shall have the lowest floor, including basement, elevated no 
less than one foot above the base flood elevation. 

 
2. Non-Residential Construction 
 
 New construction or substantial improvement of any commercial, industrial, 
 or non-residential building (or manufactured home) shall have the lowest floor, 

including basement, elevated to no less than one foot above the base flood elevation.  
Non-residential buildings located in all AE and AH zones may be flood-proofed in lieu 
of being elevated provided that all areas of the building components below the 
elevations corresponding to the BFE plus one foot are water tight with walls 
substantially impermeable to the passage of water, and use structural components 
having the capability of resisting hydrostatic and hydrodynamic loads and the effect of 
buoyancy.  A registered professional engineer or architect shall certify that the 
standards of this subsection are satisfied. 

 
 
 
• Article 19, Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA); Section 19-4.5; the following 

revision is to clarify wording for the section.  (Note that deletions are shown 
in strikethrough, and additions as shaded and italicized.) 
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ARTICLE 19: BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS (BZA) 3

 
 19-4.5 Variances shall be issued only after the Board of Appeals has determined that 

 variance will be the minimum required to provide relief from any exceptional 
 hardship to the applicant.  “Exceptional hardship” shall mean, without a 
 variance there are no beneficial uses of the property, taken as a whole.

7. Citizen Comments  
 

 Mrs. Judy Taylor spoke in opposition to the proposed “Civic Organization 
Policy” which is under the “Items of Consent” portion of the agenda.  Mr. Huber 
explained that civil organizations were having a difficult time recruiting members 
and that the county paying for the membership fees would further encourage 
membership in civic organizations.   

  
8. Highway Matters: 
 

Mr. John Thompson, VDOT Assistant Resident Engineer, met with the 
Board and discussed the following matters: 
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 a. Follow-up from Previous Board meeting 
 

• Review of Highway Matters Section of KAT 
 
In lieu of the requested update, Mr. Sheffey questioned the 

cutting of trees on Viscoe Road, specifically at the Charles Burton 
property where there are several drop off areas.  Guardrails were 
requested due to removal of trees previously keeping vehicles from 
driving over embankments.  Mr. Thompson agreed to have VDOT 
provide a cost estimate on overlay.   

 
b.  Request for Watch for Children Signage – New River

 
Mr. Sheffey advised of a request for Watch for Children Signage 

from Anne Brown of the New River area.  He stated the area in question is 
located at the intersection of New River Road and Falling Branch Road.   
 

On a motion by Mr. Pratt, seconded by Mr. Bopp and carried, the 
Board passed a resolution requesting Watch for Children signage to be 
posted by VDOT at this location.

c. Request for Speed Limit Posting on Parrott Mountain Road  

 
 As reported in the Board packet, Ms. Dorothy Bain is requesting a 
speed limit posting of 25 to 35 mph on Parrott Mountain Road. 
          

The Board requested VDOT conduct an informal speed study and 
provide the results to the Board once completed.   

 
d. Viscoe Road Patching/Paving 
 

Mr. Huber presented an e-mail from Prashant Singh expressing 
concern over the condition of Viscoe Road, specifically loose gravel.  He 
also presented a reply from VDOT indicating an overlay can be done in 
the spring of 2009 using secondary construction funds allocated by the 
county each year. 
 

 e. Citizen Concerns
 
 Mrs. Judy Taylor requested the lowering of the speed limit on Old 
Route 100 to 25 or 35 miles per hour. 
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  On a motion by Mr. Pratt, seconded by Mr. Akers and carried, the 

Board requested VDOT conduct an informal speed study along Old Route 
100.

 f. Board of Supervisors Concerns 

 
Supervisor Akers advised of rough areas at the bridge at the Camp 

1 facilities on Old Route 100.  Mr. Thompson agreed to have VDOT review 
the matter. 
 

Supervisor Conner expressed concern over the use of Miller Lane 
by tractor trailers traveling from Route 100 to James Hardie and 
suggested signage restricting tractor trailers in that area.  Mr. Thompson 
advised VDOT would review the matter for possible detours and will make 
a recommendation to the Board.  
 

Supervisor Bopp read a “thank you” note to VDOT for tractor 
trailers prohibition signage on Robinson Tract.  He asked if the signs could 
also be erected giving a specific number of miles to let truckers know the 
distance to a place to turn around, as well as signage indicating that it is 
the last area for a turnaround further noting State Route 711 would be a 
good area for a final turnaround.   

 
Mr. Bopp also advised that several citizens of the Robinson Tract 

area had expressed concern over speeding at Route 738, Schrader Hill, to 
the mountain and had requested a speed limit of 40 mph.   
 

On a motion by Mr. Bopp, seconded by Mr. Pratt and carried, the 
Board recommended a formal speed study from Schrader Hill to Cox’s 
Hollow Rd.

b. Legislative Agenda

 
 Staff presented a letter from Delegate Crockett-Stark soliciting 
input for legislative proposals the Board of Supervisors may want to 
request.  Mr. Huber stated budget cuts are forthcoming and suggested a 
need to maintain education funding.  He suggested looking at regulatory 
relief to go along with any funding cuts that might arise, forming a better 
partnership between local governmental offices to meet state mandates, 
placing requirements on scooters, and continued problems on I-81 (left 
hand passing only).   
 

Mr. Sheffey stated transportation in general needed to be reviewed.  
Mr. Bopp reiterated the need to encourage requiring operators of scooters 
to obtain a license, tags, and insurance.  Mr. Sheffey expressed concern 
over the delay in the Route 114 bridge replacement.

Management of Maple Shade/Commonwealth Attorney’s Office, 
 

Mr. Huber stated that staff is working with one crew for 
construction and maintenance and is considering splitting the crews into 
two separate crews.  Mr. Huber advised Mr. Hiss is working toward a 
paperless work order program so that most anyone can enter work 
orders. 

 
Mr. Akers asked about the Route 100 sign.  Mr. Huber stated a new 

sign will be installed. 
 
Mr. Sheffey asked about the mowing crew and how things were 

progressing.  Mr. Huber advised that the crew has been successful and he 
is expecting improvements next year.

Scheduling of a 
similar hearing by the Board of Supervisors for the October 27th meeting is 
recommended.

i. Virginia Tech Tax Exempt Bonds 

 
As reported in the Board packet, the Virginia Tech Foundation is 

seeking similar tax exempt financing through the Montgomery County 
Industrial Development Authority.  However, concurrence by the Pulaski 
County Board of Supervisors is needed and recommended in order for the 
Montgomery County IDA to serve as a pass through for financing in 
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Pulaski County. 
 
 The Board concurred with the Virginia Tech Foundation seeking 
tax exempt financing through the Montgomery County IDA in order for the 
Montgomery County IDA to serve as a pass through for financing in 
Pulaski County. 

 
j. Donation of Blazer and Crown Vic to the Town of Pulaski 

 
As reported in the Board packet, the Town of Pulaski has a need 

for a four-wheel drive vehicle and a passenger sedan.  Staff reported the 
County has a surplus Chevrolet Blazer and a Ford Crown Victoria, both of 
which have been taken out of service.

k. Contracting for SAS 112 Audit Preparation 

 
As reported to the Board, last year the county’s financial report, 

which the auditors are no longer allowed to prepare under SAS 112 
standards, was done by Gordon Jones as Finance Director.  His 
resignation at the end of the fiscal year came prior to when work on the 
financial reports would have begun.  While a new finance director has 
been hired it would not be reasonable for her to be able to complete the 
financial reports in time to meet various audit deadlines.  Thus, hiring of 
an accounting firm specializing in the preparation of financial reports is 
recommended.  Staff anticipates that the preparation of the reports will 
cost between $15,000 and $20,000 and have asked three firms 
recommended by the auditors to provide quotes for this assistance. 
 
 The Board authorized county staff proceeding with the solicitation 
of quotes from firms recommended by the county’s auditors to provide 
quotes for the preparation of financial reports. 

 
l. Use of Portion of Maple Shade for Pulaskifest Rainday
